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Architectural Spotlight: Bungalows
First created in India, and then imported
to California, Bungalow-style homes were

built in the MetroABQ by 1910, and 5
continued until the 1930's. They are
usually one-story, or one-story with a half- s

story gabled roof. Good examples of the
one-and-a-half-story Bungalows can be
seen in the photo of two Bungalows on
14th Street, at the bottom of Page 2. e
